· There needs to be a baseline. Minimum standards (safe, minimum property standards of the community, no more than 30% of income, accessible, energy efficient, child-friendly, integrated into a community development plan, mixed-income, mixed tenure, non-spatially integrated, non-autocentric, new urbanism preferred (within a 5min walk); meet core housing need (may very well be the indicator) – housing costs not to exceed30%; meet adequacy standards; meet suitability standards (sharing rooms, etc.) Stats Canada has this information; size of units; building connectors and community through existing social housing; 
3. Question #1 – Review

· Inclusionary zoning
· Funding for administration of housing programs

4. Question #2 
· Reduce paperwork

· Intake Access Centre (through OW) could be a solution to the burden of paperwork
