Introduction of staff to Task Force members.  Their job will be to help give direction to the Task Forces and to assist in moving AHAN to becoming an established network.

There is a Provincial initiative for more Affordable Housing.  The municipality had to agree to participate but they do not know what kind of commitment they will need to make.  There was no information available and a decision had to be reached by Oct 31.  County Council did agree to participate pending release of municipal contributions.

To date what we know about the program:

-Able to build 40 new units.

-$230 paid towards rent if earnings under a predetermined income.  This program only in effect for 5 years.  There can be 60 units.  These units have to be designated 10% for victims of domestic abuse.  This may not be feasible in this area so we would like to know if there is room for negotiation about the percentages.

These Rent Supplements do not have to come from the waiting list.

Hope that Bricks and Mortar Task Force may be a part of determining the usage of these units.

John DeAngelo private builder.  He has built several units at a low cost, using whatever community resources he can. 

Habitat for Humanity is a natural community resource to participate in this task force.

Funding for the Residential Rehabilitation Assistance Plan (RHAP) goes through a gentleman in Trenton.

Reta attends an interagency meeting once a month on the Base.

Patricia gives updates on waiting list numbers.

Nancy gives updates on emergency provider’s numbers.
